Applications can be submitted to the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport of the RA:

e Directly by the applicant or by the authorized person.
e By higher and preliminary (craftsmanship) and middle vocational education institutions.
e By RA diplomatic representatives in the foreign countries.

1) Letter to the Minister of Education, Science, Culture and Sport of the RA according to
attached form.

2) Questionnaire provided by the Ministry according to attached form.

3) Passport copy.

4) For Armenian Diaspora applicants, copy of birth certificate approved by the Notary or
baptism certificate.

5) The copy of the last graduation diploma with grades with APOSTILLE or Consular
legalization. The Armenian or English or Russian translation of the copy of the
graduation diploma should be certified by the notary.

6) 4 pictures (3x4).

7) Medical certificate about health status (can be provided by the RA medical
organizations).

8) CVin Armenian or Russian or English.

9) For post graduate education program: essay on the chosen major topic in Armenian or
Russian or English (approx. 20 pages).

e Diaspora Armenians’ applications are accepted every workday from 10:00 AM to 17:00 PM
(Break from 13:00 PM to 14:00 PM).

e Foreign citizens’ applications are accepted every Monday, Wednesday and Friday from
10:00 AM to 17:00 PM (Break from 13:00 PM to 14:00 PM).
